The Law and Politics of Transatlantic Governance

A Seminar in SPS and Law:  Spring 2002

Instructor:  Mark A. Pollack

In December of 1995, the Presidents of the United States, the European Commission, and the EU Council of Ministers signed the New Transatlantic Agenda (NTA), committing the signatories to intensive, long-term cooperation and exchange across a range of issue-areas including both economics and security.  In the intervening five years, the United States and the European Union have established an ever-growing range of working groups on trade, foreign policy and other issues, and have sponsored the developments of transatlantic civil-society dialogues among business, labor, consumers and environmentalists.  By the end of the decade, the US/EU relationship constituted not only one of the most interdependent economic relationships on earth in terms of trade and investment, but also the site of extensive efforts at joint governance at the intergovernmental, transgovernmental, and transnational levels.

This seminar, to take place in the Spring (February-April) of 2002, will examine the law and politics of transatlantic governance, with primary focus on the management of economic interdependence since the declaration of the New Transatlantic Agenda.  The NTA, it is argued, represents a laboratory for new forms of international governance among two closely interdependent economic units—yet the legal and institutional structure of the transatlantic relationship remains relatively “thin” by comparison with the European Union, raising important issues about the nature, effectiveness, and normative legitimacy of transatlantic governance, which will be examined from the perspectives of both international relations theory and international law.

The course itself is divided into two distinct components:

First, the course will meet for seven sessions on Wednesday evenings, (6 February-3 April, at 5 p.m. in the Sala Triaria of the Villa Schifanoia) for discussions of readings on a number of topics in transatlantic governance, including introductory sessions on (1) the history of transatlantic relations, from the post-World War II establishment of NATO to the post-Cold War development of the NTA; (2) theoretical approaches to transatlantic governance, drawn from international relations theory; and (3) normative considerations regarding administrative law and democratic legitimacy, drawn primarily from both political science and legal scholarship on European Union governance.  Later sessions will address more recent developments in transatlantic economic governance, including US/EU trade disputes, as well as transgovernmental regulatory cooperation in the fields of competition policy, biotechnology and data privacy.  Four of these sessions will meet jointly via video interlink with another class taught by Prof. Gregory Shaffer at the University of Wisconsin Law school, to discuss key readings and issues in transatlantic governance.  

Second, all students in the course will attend at an eight-part seminar series on transatlantic relations in the context of the European Forum in the Robert Schuman Centre (Thursdays in February and March, 11 am).  In this series, students will be exposed to cutting-edge research by visiting scholars on selected topics including:  the negotiation of transatlantic and global trade agreements; the prevention and resolution of transatlantic trade disputes; the negotiation and operation of transatlantic mutual recognition agreements; transgovernmental, agency-to-agency cooperation in areas such as competition policy and pharmaceuticals regulation; the ongoing transatlantic conflict over the planting and marketing of genetically modified crops, and related food-safety and environmental issues.

In addition to these activities, all students will also be welcome to participate in the activities of the BP Chair in Transatlantic Relations, including a workshop on 8-9 February on transatlantic relations during the first year of the second Bush Administration, and a major conference on transatlantic dispute resolution to be held at EUI in May 2002.  

Readings:  Background readings (both required and recommended) in international relations and law will be assigned for the Wednesday-evening three sessions and for the joint sessions with the University of Wisconsin.  In addition, students should plan to read the papers presented in the transatlantic speakers series of the European Forum and be prepared to participate in discussions within the Forum.  All required readings will be distributed in class one week before the assigned session.   In addition, students are encouraged to read and be prepared to discuss background readings from international relations theory and international law, including works by Robert Putnam, Joseph Nye and Robert O. Keohane, Anne-Marie Slaughter, George Bermann, David Vogel, Thomas Risse, Katherine Sikkink and Margaret Keck, and Paul Wapner. 

Course Requirements:  In addition to weekly readings and participation, all students are required to write one short (circa 10-page) paper during the course of the semester.  This paper may take one of two forms: (1) a brief research paper identifying and exploring one important issue in the law and/or politics of transatlantic governance; or (2) a draft dissertation proposal, outlining a problem or question in transatlantic relations, a proposed research design and methodology.  The former assignment will be most appropriate for those seeking to explore a particular issue in transatlantic relations, while the latter should be an ideal practice-run for those seeking to develop a dissertation proposal in (or at least close to) the area of transatlantic law and politics.  Students are encouraged to discuss their paper with the professor in advance.
